Karen has been attending Calvary 

Gospel Church since February 2016. 

Her spiritual journey encompasses 

many years. She ýrst gave her heart 

to the Lord in 1986 while attending 

an Assembly of God church and was 

baptized there.

During that year, she just 

could not bring herself to search for a 

church because of her experience in 

Milwaukee. She also knew the Word 

says that we are to fellowship with the 

believer.
